Once on the grants.gov Grants Opportunity page, click the blue “Related Documents” tab and download
the “Full Announcement” pdf. This is the Notice of Funding Opportunity (NOFO). It contains all project
details and instructions for applying,

e Read and follow all instructions outlined in the NOFO.

O Contact your state Sea Grant program and inform them you want to apply for the Knauss Fellowship. They
will have additional information for you and advice about navigating the process. Applications must be
submitted through a state Sea Grant program, not directly to grants.gov! See the “Program Locations”
dropdown on http://seagrant.noaa.gov/ for a list of state programs and contact information.
